Pre-selection team event 

The group decided to abandon the idea of a face2face meeting without horses. Instead the suggestion is to have a skype or Zoom virtual meeting. 
Suggested date Mon 25th Feb, 7:30pm (UK time) AN and TR to set up the call and inform MA. An email invitation will be sent round to riders. The agenda needs to be finalised and circulated, including a list of riders, horses and the classed they intend to take. 
Items for discussion include: 

· Töltonline submission(s)
· Team meeting straight after BC (Sun eve/ Mon morning) 

All prospective team members are required to send in video of their chosen class(es) to Töltonline before end of March. This will put all riders on a shared foundation, and provides a record for Baddi to get an idea of horses and riders. 
There is no Töltonline test for pace. Nevertheless, pace riders should send one of the following Töltonline tests: T1, T2, V1, F1 (with any sui9table horse). 

Suggested face 2 face meeting of the team straight after the end of the BC. By that time it should be fairly clear who has qualified (and how has not.) 
Baddi is the team coach, but we also need an administrator resident in UK. The application process will be made under the auspices of IHSGB. 
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	Summer show and BCs – 
3 judges confirmed, Ann Winter, Petra van Linden and Birgitte Helen Lutken Quasnitschka
Mic Rushen has applied to be involved in judging as well. 

Trainee judges will be given the opportunity to help as judge writers. MA to ask Karen to email the group to inform them and keep the date. (from last meeting!)
The show begins on Fri. We should publish the outline programme (which classes, approximate days/times) as soon as possible so that participants can plan ahead. This has implication for the arrival of judges.
As part of the Summer Festival, we will offer the Track and Trail class again on Sat. AN to identify a (more local) organiser and will support the planning.
Catering (kitchen and tables) will be inside the tractor shed.
The aim is to finalise the team for the WM after the end of the preliminaries (Sat evening).
